MusicMix for Windows 

· If you are already running MusicMix, be certain that you have received an update CD and that you install to your existing MusicMix folder.  This installation will then utilize your existing data and update only your program.  
· If you are receiving an update to a DOS version of MusicMix (version 4.x or lower), both versions will use the same databases, so you may use either one or both as you please.  If you switch back and forth between the DOS version and this version, you may receive a message at start-up indicating that the “Resource File” or “FoxUser File” is the wrong format.  It will ask if you want to fix it, always answer, “Yes.”
· Start the DOS version by running MM.EXE.  Start this version by running MMIX.EXE.  
· Before you install the update, back-up your MusicMix Data files!  (Data files are in the \MusicMix\Data folder.)

NOTE:  This version of MusicMix runs only in Windows 98/ME/NT or higher.  It will not run in Windows 3.x or Windows 95.

Installation:

Insert CD into the CD-ROM Drive of your computer.  Installation should begin automatically.  If it does not:

1. Click Start and Run.

2. Enter D:SETUP.EXE and click OK.   (Where D: is the drive letter of your CD-ROM.  If it is different, enter the correct drive-letter, or click Browse to locate the Setup.EXE file)

Follow instructions on screen as the set-up program continues.  For most installations, that simply means pressing Enter at each screen.

The SETUP procedure will default to making a new folder called C:\MUSICMIX.  You may change to a different drive or folder if you wish.  This is especially important if you are going to run MusicMix for more than one radio station on the same computer.  (You may want to create folders with names such as \MixWAAA and \MixWBBB for each station.) 

Upon running the new version of MusicMix the first time, select Utilities/Rebuild Databases before you do anything else.
